• ‘Ester’ neatly combines elements including the dream 
pop of Beach House, the sweet nocturnal melancholy 
of The xx and the sonic exploration of My Bloody 
Valentine to form an album that’s streets apart from 
any of its contemporaries. It’s a great achievement 
that from the first listen makes it apparent that a lot 
of people are about to fall in love with this band.

• Taking their cue from hip hop and electronic music producers they 
admire, album two started out with The Big Pink simply making beats 
and playing with samples. So successful were these experiments, 
each track’s genesis can be traced back to them, even allowing live 
drums on the record to be ditched altogether and for guitars to come 
into play much later in the song writing stage than in previous 
recording sessions.

• Staying in London this time, the band called upon Paul Epworth 
(Adele, Florence & The Machine, Plan B) to help record it, someone 
who they felt understood exactly what they wanted to achieve. The 
mixing stage was handed over to Alan Moulder who, having 
performed the same duty for the likes of My Bloody Valentine, 
Depeche Mode, Nine Inch Nails and many more, they knew they 
were in very good hands with.

• Running at ten tracks in 45 minutes, ‘Future This’ commands your 
attention throughout, opening with its first single ‘Stay Gold’, a track 
written about doing what makes you happy, so immediate you could 
be forgiven for thinking they’ve not been away. From there, the 
album is paced perfectly, with future live anthems - ‘Rubbernecking’, 
‘1313’, ‘Jump Music’ - counterbalanced with a set of songs that show 
a more subtle side - ‘Hit The Ground (Superman)’, ‘Give It Up’ and 
title track ‘Future This’. Each song has its own message, mostly 
positive, and help highlight Robbie’s progress as both a lyricist and 
singer. By the time you reach album closer - the mournful ‘77’ - it’s 
already demanding repeat visits.

• With graffiti a recurrent theme, the band wanted the finishing 
touches to ‘Future This’ to lie with the celebrated artist KR (the man 
behind Krink), who by using his distinct paint style to ‘krink’ the 
album’s sleeve and give them a fresh update on the legacy of 4AD 
record design.

• Initial pressing of the CD in deluxe ‘krinked’ digipak, which will then 
revert to a regular jewelcase.

• ‘Future This’ sounds like an album The Big Pink have enjoyed 
making; showing they still have a hunger, are still delivering on that 
early promise and are always looking forward.

The full-length is the follow-up to the Minneapolis five-
piece’s well-received 2011 EP ‘This One’s Different’.

• Howler is the brainchild of Jordan Gatesmith. The 19 year old 
picked up the guitar only 5 years ago, and learned quickly. 
After being the guitarist for several regionally successful 
projects, Jordan felt like it was time for his voice to be heard, 
and wanted to write and sing his own songs. He has always had 
a natural affinity towards early 60’s American rock and pop 
songs, as well as 80’s punk, he makes these influences his own.

• After starting a new band each week for about 2 months 
straight Howler became the clear standout, whom he describes 
as “an 80’s punk band cleaned up just enough so you could 
stick a corsage on it and take it to prom.”

‘Illuminated People’ follows 2010’s rapturously received pair of EPs – 
‘Celebrate This Place’ and ‘Wimmy’ – which the NME described as being “a 
sonic boom in the face to anyone who might have thought they had 
something to hide”. A group who work under a strict autonomy, this is, as a 
result, their most cohesive sounding work to date.

• ‘Illuminated People’ marks a first in that the band have allowed someone 
other than themselves to take the reins on recording, with producer Drew 
Morgan stepping in to bring together what amounts to a montage of 
sprawling, searching sound.

• The music on this 2CD / 2 double LPs features tracks that were the 
soundtrack to voguing, the dance style that erupted in New York City 
between 1988–1995. Voguing, where dancers choreographed movements 
and poses taken from fashion magazines such as Vogue, first emerged 
around 1988 in the extraordinary ‘house ball’ community of Harlem, New 
York. Here, African-American and Latino gay and transgender men 
competed against one another at ‘drag balls’ for the ‘realness’ of their drag, 
their ability to walk on a fashion runway like a model - and for their dancing 
skills – out of which came ‘voguing’.

• In 1990 voguing erupted into the mainstream when Madonna’s song ‘Vogue’ 
became number one in over 30 countries. The previous year ex-Sex Pistols’ 
svengali Malcolm McClaren had first brought voguing into the cultural milieu 
with his song ‘Deep In Vogue’, featuring the dancer Willi Ninja. In 1990 
Jennie Livingstone’s film ‘Paris Is Burning’ also documented the house 
ballroom scene in its ascendant, the film a runaway success.

• As voguing entered the mainstream, the ‘house ball’ scene came downtown, 
mixing with the fashion crowd of Manhattan. With this shift, voguing was 
first seen outside the ball scene at legendary dance clubs such as Larry 
Levan’s Paradise Garage and Junior Vasquez’s Sound Factory. Here also the 
music evolved from the pertinent classic disco tracks of the 1970s into a 
harder house sound as artists such as Masters At Work and Junior Vazquez 
produced music that perfectly complimented the ‘pop, dip and spin’ moves of 
voguing.

• Asa Osborne (Lungfish, The Pupils)’s solo guise, Zomes, 
returns with his second Thrill Jockey release. A collection 
of improvisations aptly titled ‘Improvisations’. It consists of 
three primordial cosmic transmissions that phase in and 
out of a thick drone filled ether. This release is a little 
different from his previous solo efforts and focuses even 
more heavily on the meditative aspects of his music while 
eschewing some of the steadfast cyclical repetition.

• Zomes is the penultimate exercise in the study of 
repetition and meditative repose. Simple melodic keyboard 
patterns overlay primitive drum loops. The repetitive 
quality is both remindful of much in the Oriental music 
tradition as well as Osborne’s guitar work in Lungfish. 
Patterns emerge and disintegrate, spaces expand and 
contract, all in a cyclic pattern that is by nature fixed and 
by design capable of transporting the listener to 
otherworldly states.

• With ‘Improvisations’, the drum loops are replaced with a 
more obtuse drone bed pulsing not unlike a key on a 
harmonium that's been taped down. The continually 
changing tones create a warm sea of sound that acts as a 
canvas for his melodic improvisations. Tonal transmissions 
that phase in and out of a thick drone-filled ether, 
captured, translated, and expressed in Zomes’ own unique 
language of meditative bliss.

• ‘Improvisations’, recorded on a cassette tape, also comes 
on the heels of the critically acclaimed and equally simply 
recorded ‘Earth Grid’. In addition to touring in North 
American and Europe, Asa joined a tour with The Skull 
Defekts and his old Lungfish foil, Daniel Higgs. The three 
ended up recording the Skull Defekts mini LP ‘2013-3012’ 
together during the tour. More extensive touring is on the 
horizon in 2012, as well as Zomes’ debut studio recording.

• It seems fitting that with a new year dawning for the 
Too Pure Singles Club the label introduce you to the 
dead philosophy of Dead Skeletons.

• What is a Dead Skeleton? Can such an entity exist? 
Sonic wizards Jon Saemunder, Henrik Bjornsson and 
Ryan Carlson Van Kriedt probe such questions of 
depth and intensity through their own brand of 
magick and music.

• Dead Skeletons came into existence in 2008 when Jon 
needed some music for an art installation in the 
Reykjavik Art Museum. Enlisting the help of good 
friend Henrik Bjornsson and Ryan Carlson Van Kriedt, 
pleased with the results the trio penned more songs 
which would eventually become the Dead Magick 
album, a 72 minute, 12 song journey through space 
and time, life and death. Recording over a long period 
of time between September 2008 to Spring 2011, ‘Om 
Mani Peme Hung’ was one of the results of this 
process and the song that caught the attention at Too 
Pure.

• The techniques and instrumentation that Dead 
Skeletons use create an ambient soundscape ranging 
from triumphant to apocalyptic, to meditative and 
undeniably uplifting.
